As a co-worker, she was a gift to us and, please God, we were gifts for her. Every good and perfect
gift is from above, and a person is a gift which above all others is from God. We know instinctively as well as
from experience that every true gift has been given forever. Carrie and our love for one another are gifts
from God, precious gifts that He will let us share forever.

Carrie shared the Lord with us, but she shared many other gifts, especially her husband Tony and
her children Kristin and Eric. They are a very close knit family and at the weekend if you saw one—the
others were close by. “Ah! Tony will do that”, was a phrase | often heard.
