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                                            FOUR CHURCHES 
 
 While I was away in Ireland and England I celebrated Mass in four 
parish churches. All of them had some young families, yet, three of them 
had little or no youth participation except altar servers. In one church 
they (the young people) were told to be quiet. There was no invitation to 

participate. In three of the churches the priests leave the altar at the end of Mass and 
go directly to the sacristy. No warmth or welcome. 
  
 The fourth church was a little country church in West Cork, near Bantry. Oh, the 
difference. I attended a Funeral Mass of a young cousin, Dominic Buckley. The faith 
and prayerfulness of this small parish was a little bit of Heaven here on earth, The 
father of young Dominic, at the behest of the parish priest, gave the opening welcome 
and invitation to pray. Children and adults sung together, the lectors  and Eucharistic 
Ministers were both young and old. The priest was humble in leading the prayer. His 
homily was short and powerful. “Let us not ask “why?” But let us prayerfully ask “How 
can we get through this tragedy?” He said: “We can, with the help of family,….with 
the help of neighbors and friends,….and with the example and Presence of Christ.” 
  
 Back home in Auburn at the children’s Mass on Ash Wednesday, I realized we 
are not far from that church model in West Cork. When you walk into a Church you 
can feel that there is life here and that God is here. On the feast of Our Lady of 
Lourdes, February 11th, I helped my parish priest anoint people after Mass. There 
were two children present. If that is the way things are going, we’ll soon have empty 
Churches. 
  
 I had a great break while I was away, but the four parishes and the lack of life in 
three of them, keeps shouting out “Empower and challenge the young to be 
ambassadors for Christ.” Children need to be valuable members of our Church and 
its ministry.

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Lenten Scripture Study 
With Contemplative Prayer 

 
The readings of the Easter Vigil are 
some of the most powerful in the 
Lectionary, yet thy are seldom read 
in their entirety. As a Lenten 

exercise, we will explore the seven readings from the Old 
Testament (which give an overview of Salvation History, 
and point to the Incarnation and Passion of Jesus, the 
Christ) a reading from Paul’s Letter to the Romans; and 
the Resurrection of Jesus according to Luke. 
The Evenings prayer and study are designed so that we 
might walk more closely with our Lord in this season of 
Lent. 
These Scripture sessions will be held in the chapel 
on four consecutive Thursdays beginning on 
February 25th at 7:00pm. Facilitator: Deacon Red

The Garment of Suffering 
 
This  year we will prepare a Garment of Suffering during the Lenten Season. There is a 

place on this garment for everybody who feels hurt, pain or suffering of any kind, whether 
these be physical, emotional, psychological or spiritual. To represent your pain or suffering, 
each person is invited to choose a piece of cloth measuring six inches square, take time to 
pray with it or decorate it, bring it to church and place it in the basket provided at the Holy 
Water Font. During the Presentation of Gifts the squares will be placed in front of the altar 
and later sewn into the Garment by members of our parish. 
 The Garment will hang in the sanctuary until Good Friday when it will be brought  
forward in procession and draped over the cross. This action is a sign of uniting our 
sufferings with the sufferings of Christ. As Saint Paul states, “we make up in our bodies what 
is lacking in the sufferings of Christ.” On Holy Saturday the Garment will be taken out and 
ritually burned in the Easter fire. The burning of the cloth symbolizes the letting go of our 
hurts and pain by  placing them in God’s hands. 
 At all Masses during the Lenten season we will pray for healing and reconciliation. 
Through this experience God moves us deeper into the healing process. 
 You may be wondering what kind of pain is relevant to this process. The answer is 
every pain that needs healing. It could take any of the following forms: the pain of grief at the 
death of a loved one or the loss of a loved one through a broken relationship; the pain of 
misunderstanding by parents and children; the pain of personal addiction and living with 
addictions of any kind; the hurt felt by women in the church at not being recognized fully for 
their contribution; the pain of watching your family growing away from you or the church in 
ways you do not approve, and yet can do nothing about; the pain of rejections; the pain of 
being taken for granted; the pain of loneliness and the pain of being alone. For many people 
here in Auburn, the pain of the 49erFire or of not being able to find a job to support ones 
family might be front and center at this time. 
 This is not an exhaustive list but may help you identify your particular hurt or pain. 
There are as many different hurts and sufferings as there are individuals in the world. 
Everyone’s pain is unique! This Garment of Suffering is one way of helping each one of us to 
own our pain as well as helping us recognize the pain of the entire Body of Christ. This, in 
itself, is the start of the healing process. We are not alone! 

Lenten Prayer Opportunities 
The spiritually and theology of Lent developed in the 
early church because of Baptism. It was the time of 
intense spiritual formation of the Catechumens for 
their Baptism. The early Baptized Church fasted and 
prayed in solidarity with these Catechumens and 
also for the Renewal of their own Baptismal 
commitment with Jesus.  
Teachings on and experiences of prayer will be 
offered to help us deepen our Baptismal 
Commitment.
