Lent 2010

The Prophet Hosea invited the Chosen People to spend some time in the place
where they first encountered the Love of God. The desert was where the people knew
the intimacy of God’s presence. It was where they honeymooned with God. Married
couples also try and return to the special places of their courtship and honeymoon.
There they celebrate their sacred covenants and they empty themselves of the demands of family,
work and the cares of the world. During our Lenten journey we are emptied so we can be filled with
God’s Love and Bounty.
